Making a Bequest

Testamentary gifts made by a provision in a will or revocable living trust may be for a stated sum of money or a percentage of the residuary estate of an individual. A specific bequest of a described piece of property may also be made. Bequest language incorporated into a will or trust must specify how a testamentary gift is to benefit the National League for Nursing Foundation for Nursing Education, Inc.  Although unrestricted bequests are encouraged because they can be used at the time they are received and for a variety of purposes, bequests designated for a particular purpose are also possible and are greatly appreciated.

UNRESTRICTED BEQUEST

For a Percentage of an Estate

"I hereby give and bequeath to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, __________% of the residue of my estate as an unrestricted bequest to be used for its general purposes."

UNRESTRICTED BEQUEST

For a Specific Amount or Specific Property

"I hereby give and bequeath to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, [the sum of __________ dollars OR the following described property: ___________] as an unrestricted bequest to be used for its general purposes."

RESTRICTED BEQUEST

"I hereby give and bequeath to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation, located in New York, NY, [__________% of the residue of my estate OR the sum of __________ dollars OR the following described property: ___________] to be used for [state particular purpose].  However, if the [purpose] at the NLN or NLN Foundation ceases to exist, this bequest and any income and appreciation from it may be used for the general purposes of the Foundation."

NURSING EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP ENDOWMENT FUND BEQUEST

"I hereby give and bequeath to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, [__________% of the residue of my estate OR the sum of __________ dollars OR the following described property: ___________] to establish the [name of fund] Fund for the purpose of providing a nursing education scholarship through the NLN Foundation for Nursing Education. NURSING EDUCATION RESEARCH ENDOWMENT FUND BEQUEST

"I hereby give and bequeath to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, [__________% of the residue of my estate OR the sum of __________ dollars OR the following described property: ___________] to establish the [name of fund] Fund for the purpose of providing a nursing education scholarship through the NLN Foundation for Nursing Education. RESIDUARY BEQUEST

"I hereby give and bequeath all the rest, residue, and remainder of my estate, both real and personal, to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, for its general use and purposes." 
CONTINGENCY BEQUEST

"In the event that none of the beneficiaries named above is living or in existence on the date of my death, I hereby give and bequeath all of the rest, residue and remainder of my estate, both real and personal, to the National League for Nursing Foundation, Inc., a charitable corporation located in New York, NY, for its general use and purposes."
